Red Flags
These factors should be considered in the design process

While growth is a reality and is welcomed on a sustainable basis, there is concern among a percentage of existing
ratepayers that the rural lifestyle Mountain View cherishes could be compromised if growth exceeds infrastructure
capacity
Agriculture is the County’s heritage. Although it contributes less than 9% of the current municipal tax base, it reflects
to a considerable extent the culture of the County
From the perspective of young people, imagery must reflect progress and open acceptance of diversity. Young people
do not want Mountain View portrayed as being dated or out of touch with the global community. However, there is a
percentage of the population that is very resistant to growth and change
