Bylaw no. 06/07 proposes to amend Land Use Bylaw No. 55/95 as follows:

Authority

101. Section 639 of the Municipal Government Act requires that every
municipality pass a Land Use Bylaw.

Amendments

201. Mountain View County hereby enacts that Bylaw 55/95 be amended
as follows:

a) To delete Part I, 4(1) and replace with the following:

i) Clause 4. (1.1) “ADMINISTRATIVE SUBDIVISION AND
DEVELOPMENT APPROVING AUTHORITY .....
ADMINISTRATIVE AUTHORITY”

“means the Chief Administrative Officer appointed by
Council pursuant to the Act to render decisions on
subdivision and development applications submitted to the
County as established by Bylaw.”

ii) Clause 4. (1.2) “AGRICULTURE"
“means the use of land or buildings for the raising or
producing of crops and/or livestock. For the purposes of
this Bylaw, agriculture is divided into Extensive and
Intensive Agriculture.”

b. To amend Part I, Clause 4(22) as follows:
Add the words”, Administrative Subdivision and Development
Approving Authority,” after any reference to the Municipal
Planning Commission.

c. To replace Part IIl, Clause 12 with the following:
“The Municipal Planning Commission and the Administrative
Subdivision and Development Approving Authority established by
Bylaw shall perform such duties as are specified in the said Bylaw.”

d. Toamend Part I, Clause 13 as follows:
Delete the words “No. 72/95 of the County of Mountain View No. 17"

e. Toamend Part IV, Clause 15 (2)(a) as follows:
Add the words “, or Administrative Subdivision and Development
Approving Authority,” after Municipal Planning Commission.

f.  To amend Part IV, Clause 15 (2)(e) as follows:

i) Add the words “, or Administrative Subdivision and
Development Approving Authority,” after the first reference
to Municipal Planning Commission.

ii) Add the words “, or Administrative Subdivision and
Development Approving Authority.” after the second
reference to Municipal Planning Commission.

g. To amend Part IV, Clause 15(3) as follows:
Add the words “, or Administrative Subdivision and Development

Add the words “, or Administrative Subdivision and
Development Approving Authority,” after any reference to the
Municipal Planning Commission.

l.  Add New Part IV, Clause 15(5)(a)(v)
“The Administrative Subdivision and Development Approving
Authority may refer any Development application to the Municipal
Planning Commission to render a decision at his discretion.

m. To amend Part IV, Clause 17(1)(h) as follows:
Add the words “, or Administrative Subdivision and Development
Approving Authority.” after Municipal Planning Commission.

n. To amend Part VI, Clause 20(1) as follows:

i) Delete the words “or the” after the second reference to
Development Officer and replace with “, Administrative
Subdivision and Development Approving Authority,” after
the second reference of Development Officer.

0. To amend Part VIII, Clause 35(2) as follows:

i) Add the words “, or Administrative Subdivision and
Development Approving Authority,” after the first reference
to Municipal Planning Commission.

ii) Add the words “, or Administrative Subdivision and
Development Approving Authority.” after the second
reference to Municipal Planning Commission.

p. To amend Part VIII, Clause 36(1) as follows:
Add the words “, Administrative Subdivision and Development
Approving Authority,” after Development Officer.
