1. Call to order: Chair Marlow Currie at 9:18 A.M.
2. It was agreed that since there was no quorum that all issues would not be voted on until Councillor Page arrived. 
3. Mr. Currie expressed concern regarding member absenteeism.  Discussion ensued regarding absent members and further approaches to deal with the problem.   Ms. Hawryluk described the procedures that would need to be taken before a new member was brought into the Steering Committee or if the terms of reference were to be adjusted in order for 3 out of 6 members to be a voting majority.  As there still was not a quorum at this time the Committee and Consultants moved on to the agenda.
4. Agenda item # 2 (Review Vision Statements) was presented by Ms. Norman.  Mr. Lang began with an explanation of how the preliminary vision statements were created.  The preliminary visioning statements were compiled by public comments and opinions that were expressed at the January 13, 2009 Visioning Session.  There were six themes discussed by the public at the Visioning Session (Land Use, Social / Community, Recreation, Economic, Environment / Conservation, Transportation / Infrastructure).  For the preliminary vision statements there were approximately 4 to 5 statements prepared for each theme.  Mr. Lang informed the committee that the statements have not been finalized and are only meant to generate discussion with the Steering Committee.  Ms. Hawryluk suggested that it would easier to discuss goals for each of the six themes and have an overall vision and mission statement for the planning area.  This was agreed upon and goals were discussed.
5. Break at 11:00 A.M. (10 Minutes)

6. Discussion about the preliminary vision statements ensued.  The Airport encompasses multiple themes such as Recreation, Economic and Land Use, Ms. Hawryluk suggested that rather than being compiled into the Economic theme, that the Airport should be a theme on its own.  This was agreed by the Steering Committee and a separate goal was created for the Airport.  

7. Following the discussion of the airport was a discussion of the Airport Meeting (February 13, 2009).  An invitation list was agreed upon by the Committee.  For the time being it was mentioned that airport hangar owners not be involved in this meeting, but they will continue to be involved with the airport through public meetings as landowners of South McDougal Flats.  
8. Break at 12 P.M. (20 Minutes)

9. Councillor Page arrived and a quorum achieved.  The Steering Committee discussed the attendance of Mr. Haynes.  Motion (Councillor Page): John Haynes’ membership on the Steering Committee be retracted.  Carried.
10.  Agenda item #1 (Review of Meeting Minutes): Meeting Minutes from the Steering Committee Meeting on December 12, 2008 were reviewed.  

Motion (Councillor Negropontes): Approval of Meeting Minutes from December 12, 2008.  Carried.
11.  Agenda item #3 (Finalize Land Use / Growth Survey) was discussed by Mr. Lang.  It was agreed by the Committee that the Airport should be in its own category and that Infrastructure not be discussed in the survey.  The survey was thoroughly reviewed by the Committee and once the revisions had been made it was agreed that the Consultants would email out the survey to everyone on the Steering Committee and wait for the Committee’s approval before sending the final version to the County to be mailed out to all the landowners of South McDougal Flats.  It was agreed the survey would also be available online through the Mountain View County website.  It was established that the survey should be returned, either to the County or the Consultants by February 27, 2009.
12.  Agenda item #4 (Next Steps in the Process) was discussed by Mr. Lang.  It was agreed on by the Steering Committee that since the survey turn-in date had been pushed back from February 20 the 27, the next Steering Committee date would have to be changed from February 27, 2009 to March 6, 2009.  This will ensure that there is an efficient amount of time for the survey to be circulated.  Next it was discussed what would be the best way to distribute the survey in order to get a number of responses to the survey.  It was decided that the survey would be advertised in local papers, on the Mountain View County website and that posters would be put up in busy areas.  The Design Charette was also discussed and it was decided that this public event will be held on a Saturday for four hours.
13. In light of the decision to retract John Haynes’ membership on the Committee, discussion of Dave Chorkwa’s membership ensued.  It was agreed that both should be removed and replaced by new members.
Motion (Ms. Beal): Rescind Councillor Page’s earlier motion. Carried.
Motion (Ms. Beal): Remove John Haynes and David Chorkwa from the Steering Committee Meeting. Carried.
Motion (Ms. Beal): Have two new members added to the Steering Committee. Carried.
14. Motion (Ms. Beal): Meeting adjourned 4pm. Carried.
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
