* Winter log haul will most likely start up in December.  We are planning compliance checks on log haul vehicles in the near future and will be using our Thermal Imaging unit to assist with detecting violations.

    

* Our newly operational Trochu Scale at the Jct of hwy 21 and 27 is working well.  Over the past few months numerous unsafe commercial vehicles have been placed out of service at this location. IMPROVING OUR COMMUNITY:

· Crime prevention is everyone's responsibility. The Olds And District Community 

· Policing Advisory Committee works in partnership with our RCMP detachment to proactively deal with community concerns and implement strategies to improve crime prevention, enforcement and investigation.

Many organizations run for years making assumptions regarding how and what they do is fitting with their mandate and how their mandate is in fact achieving what the community desires.  An important aspect of governance is to evaluate how well organizations are doing.

2. Revision to terms of reference and the governance model as identified with recommendations to RCMP for implementation;

3. Setting goals for the next 2 - 4 years as a framework for maintaining and building the effectiveness of the committee.

Resources are available to facilitate this planning and evaluation process either through Alberta Culture & Community Spirit or the Alberta Association of Police Governance.
