Rural Development
Agriculture and Rural Development gave summary on the development of the Agricultural Service Board Grant Program Legislative and Environmental funding stream. Stream funding was based on quality and merits of the application and presented information to help improve our application for Environmental Stream Funding.
Dale Chrapko stressed the decision made on amount of funding provided to the County was not a reflection on the quality of the County’s program. Mountain View County has a good program in place. 
Mountain View County received $50,000 from the grant program whereas other municipalities did not receive funding from program. There were ten Agriculture Service Boards that received 2010 funding. Some of the funding went to areas that had no previous program in place.

It is important to continue to deliver support for staff training. Trained staff knows how to deliver good programs.
