BY-LAW NO. 3/61

Being a By-law of Mountain View County in the Province
of Alberta to adopt the Winchell Lake Area Structure Plan,
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WHEREAS the Municipal Government Act, Chapter M-
26.1, Revised Statutes of Alberts and amendments thereto, authorizes
the Municipal Council of Mountain View County to prepare and adopt
an Area Structure Plan describing the land uses proposed for the
Structure Plan, the sequence of development proposed, the land uses
proposed, the population density proposed, the major transportation
routes and public utilities proposed, and such other things Council
considers necessary for the area, so that fature development may be
organized and implemented having regard for the requirements of this
plan.

WHEREAS the Municipal Council has authority, pursuant
to the provisions of the Municipal Government Act, Chapter M-26.1,
Revised Statutes of Alberta, and amendments thereto, to designate the
areas of the Municipality that would, in the opinion of the Municipal
Council, be suitable for any area structure plan together with such other
matters as the Municipal Council considers necessary; and

WHEREAS it is deemed desirable and in the best interests
of the Municipality that an Area Structure Plan be adopted in order to
clarify and control future development and redevelopment withina
specified area of the Municipality:

NOW THEREFORE, after due compliance with the
relevant provisions of the Mumicipal Government Act, Chapter M-26.1,
Revised Statutes of Alberta, the County Council of Mountain View
County enacts as follows:

1. This By-law may be cited as “Mountain View County
‘Winchell Lake Area Structure Plan.”

2. The Comnty Council of Mountain View County does hereby
adopt the Winchell Lake Area Structure Plan, which is
attached hereto and forms a part of the
By-law.

- 1.0 Introduction

Preparation of the Winchell Lake Area Structure Plan was authorized by County Council in
December of 1996. Council received redesignation applications affecting two quarter sections
which when viewed with other development pressures in the area, necessitated the preparation of
this plan. The redesignation applications were for the development of a large campground on the
NW 3 and the NE 4-29-5 W5M. The Plan area is outlined on Map 1 and contains a variety of
land uses. There are extensive tracts of Crown lands, a limited amount of country residential
development, and a variety of significant environmental features.

Prior to preparing this Plan, the County asked the developer of the NW 3 and the NE 4-29-5
WS5M to undertake three studies and to hold a series of public meetings. The three studies,
outlining the developer’s land use proposal as well as transportation and environmenta}
assessments, serve as background material to this Plan. These reports, however, are not
considered part of this document. The County held an additional three public meetings, at which
time the views of the public were solicited. Questionnaires were also sent to every resident in the
Plan area in August of 1999 and a second questionnaire was distributed at the first County
meeting in November. Every effort has been made to inform all residents of our plan process and
to encourage their participation in it.

When we prepared this Plan, the County received a wide range of views on how the area should
be developed. It was clear from our questionnaire responses that the residents did not support the
campground development at the scale originally proposed. Residents felt that the local roads
would not handle the level of development and environmental impacts were not adequately
addressed. Some residents, however, felt that a certain level of development in the Plan area is
appropriate. Some felt that smaller-scale country residential lots, with larger parcel sizes,
developed in an environmentally responsible manner, would be appropriate in the area. This is
the direction that this Plan takes. |

The Plan area also contains a considerable amount of Crown land. Co-ordination with Crown
agencies has also been an important focus of this document, as has co-ordination with residents
in the M.D. of Rocky View to the south. This Plar has been prepared in accordance with the
requirements of the Municipal Government Act and will serve as the framework for future
subdivision and development in the area.
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
