BYLAW NO. 34/03

A Bylaw to adopt the Dogpound Area Structure Plan

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Municipal Government Act, S.A., 2000, M-26,
as amended, Mountain View County Council has the authority to prepare and adopt
an Area Structure Plan describing the land uses proposed for the Area Structure Plan,
the sequence of development proposed, the land uses proposed, the population
density proposed, the major transportation routes and public utilities proposed, and
such other things Council considers necessary for the area, so that future
development may be organized and implemented having regard for the requirements
of this plan;

WHEREAS Mountain View County Council has authority, pursuant to the
provisions of the Municipal Government Act, S.A., 2000, M-26, as amended, to
designate the areas of the Municipality that would, in the opinion of Council, be
suitable for any area structure plan together with such other matters as Council
considers necessary; and

WHEREAS it is deemed desirable and in the best interests of the Mountain
View County that an Area Structure Plan be adopted in order to clarify and control
future development and redevelopment within a specified area of Mountain View
County:

NOW THEREFORE, after due compliance with the relevant provisions of
the Municipal Government Act, Chapter M-26, Revised Statutes of Alberta 2000, the
Council of Mountain View County, in the Province of Alberta, duly assembled,
enacts as follows:

1. This Bylaw may be referred to as the “Mountain View County Dogpound
Area Structure Plan”.

2. The Council of Mountain View County does hereby adopt the Dogpound
Area Structure Plan, which is attached hereto and forms a part of this Bylaw.

To ensure that agriculture is the continuing prime land use within the plan area.

To enable a moderate level of subdivision and development activity that will allow for
the preservation of high quality agricultural lands.

To encourage an environmentally sustainable community, and address all environmental
issues related to development proposals.

To promote a higher standard of subdivision and development so that the area evolves in
an aesthetically pleasing, orderly and efficient manner.

To support safe road linkages that will allow for efficient future subdivision and -
development.

Plan Policies

Agriculture

Agriculture is an important use of land within the Dogpound area, and the preservation of higher
capability agricultural land is important for the County. A goal is to concentrate non-agricultural
development within the plan area in order to protect the agricultural land base. Agriculture will
remain the predominant land use within the plan area; however, it is recognised that areas of low
capability agricultural lands are suitable for limited Country Residential (CR) development.

Agriculture will continue to be the primary use of land throughout the majority of the
plan area.

Higher capability agricultural land should not be subdivided, unless in the opinion of the
County the lands are not higher capability lands. Lands classified by the Canada Land
Inventory as classes 1-4 soils or assessed by the County as having a productivity rating of
28% or more are considered as higher capability lands.

Small holdings will only be considered for specialized agricultural purposes.
Compatibility with adjacent land uses will be an important consideration in the approval
of any application. Specialized agricultural uses include but are not limited to nurseries,
tree farms, green houses, apiary, or other similar uses. This Plan does not anticipate
smaller lots for extensive agricultural purposes.

Confined feeding operations should not be permitted within the plan area.
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
