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TRANSPORTATION AND UTILITIES

Secondary highway 579 runs east-west through the plan area. The other road running through the
area is the north-south Range Road 5-02. Both SH579 and Range Road 5-02 are chip sealed.
There are three graveled roads within the plan area. One runs north-south along the west edge of
the plan for a distance of two miles, another runs north-south along the east side of the plan for a
distance of 1/2 mile (connects to SH579). The third runs east of the entrance to Little Red
Estates. Internal roads are located within the various subdivisions

Secondary Highway 579 and Range Road 5-02 are extensively used by local, recreational,
landfill and agricultural traffic. Secondary Highway 579 is also used by resource traffic. The
balance of the roads are used mainly for farm traffic with the exception of the internal
subdivision roads which are primarily for local traffic.

The plan area is serviced by natural gas, electricity and telephone. It is anticipated that all
services could be extended to serve any future development in the area. The area is not serviced

by a common water or sewer system.

Drainage is accommodated by roadside ditches and small draws.

SEPTIC DETAILS

Guidelines for multi-lot development established by the Water Valley Area Structure Plan
Steering Committee follow:

e Multi-lot development is recommended for the following quarters:

« Minimum 10 acre lots will be permitted in the: NW 26; SW 34 and the SW 35-29-5-W5.
o Minimum 5 acre lots will be permitted in the SE 22; SW 23 and the SE 34-29-5-W5.
» Minimum 2 acre lots will be permitted in the NE 22; NW 23; SE 27 and SW 26-29-5-W3.

o The quarter on which the landfill is located along with the portions of the SE 27 and the NW
26, which are within 1500 feet of the landfill, can be redesignated to DC District only.

« Potable water wells will be provided on each lot at the expense of the developer and the wells

must provided a minimum of three (3) gallons per minute or suitable reservoir to
accommodate.
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
