1. Call to Order: Vice-Chair Lindsey Beal at 11:10AM.
2. Ms. Beal turned the meeting over to Mr. Lang.  Mr. Lang reviewed the agenda with the committee and asked if there was anything that anyone wanted to add to the agenda.  There was nothing to be added to the agenda and Mr. Lang reviewed the meeting minutes.

3. Agenda item #1 (Review of Meeting Minutes): Meeting Minutes from the Steering Committee meeting on March 6, 2009 were reviewed.


Motion (Councillor Negropontes): Approval of Meeting Minutes from March 6, 
2009.  Carried.
4. Ms. Connatty handed out the amendments to Bylaw No. 21/07 (Procedure and Conduct of Council Meetings).
5. Agenda item #2 (New Business) was reviewed by Mr. Lang.  Mr. Lang asked the committee how they felt the Design Charrette went.  Overall, the committee agreed that the Charrette went well however the turn out from the public was average.  Mr. Ingeveld commented that he noticed that when designing the land use concepts the public was looking at the gravel pits as interim uses for the land and was more concerned about what the future land use was.  This was positive for the committee as gravel pits are interim uses.  Ms. Clews also pointed out that the public at the Charrette showed a lot of concern for the Sundre Airport.
6. Mr. Lang then turned over the ‘New Business’ to Ms. Hawryluk.  Ms. Hawryluk discussed the Annexation agreement with Mountain View County and the Town of Sundre.  Ms. Hawryluk reviewed with the Committee the quarters that are to be annexed immediately and the quarters that are on the fringe.  Mr. Lang questioned if the South McDougal Flats boundary will be amended and it was decided that the boundary would remain as it is in the area structure plan.  Ms. Hawryluk confirmed that the County will keep Scheffer Andrew Ltd. updated on the annexation process as it moves along.
7. Ms. Hawryluk then discussed the Municipal Development Plan amendments.  Ms. Hawryluk explained that the amendments provided further descriptions to farmsteads, secondary suites and fragmented lands.  The amendments have also identified a medium density rural residential designation.  Overall, Ms. Hawryluk explained that the amendments provide more clarification to the policies within the existing MDP.  
8. Agenda item #3 (Review of Land Use Concepts) was initiated by Mr. Lang.  Before discussion about the land use concepts ensued, Mr. Lang wanted to find out how much growth the committee was prepared to plan for.  Once reviewing the maps the committee felt that the High Growth Scenario was best suitable to the area, this scenario supported an extra 1651 people in South McDougal Flats.
9. Break at 12:00 PM.

10. Mr. Lang continued to review the land uses with the committee and reviewed each quarter in order to allocate the appropriate land uses based on the Steering Committee’s decisions.  Ms. Hawryluk suggested that quarters not be labeled as ‘Natural Resource Extraction’ but rather be labeled what the land use will be once the extraction is finished, as Natural Resource Extraction is only an interim land use.  A discussion regarding the airport and the 3 quarters of land owned by the County that are designated for extraction ensued.  It was agreed what these quarters should be included into the Airport District.
11. A discussion about the Red Deer River Corridor began and Ms. Connatty mentioned that the lands near the river must be designated as something in order to control the development that may occur near the river.  Ms. Clews said that developers will have to do studies in order to show that their developments will not cause negative effects to the County or the River Corridor.  Mr. Ingeveld suggested that passive uses are the only type of uses that are appropriate in the river corridor.  
12. It was decided by the Committee that the 5 quarters of land north of Highway 584 will be utilized for density bonusing if developers wish to do so.  It was also agreed by the Committee that there will be buffering guidelines that will be very clear in the ASP in order to mitigate the industrial impacts on adjacent land uses.

13. The time limit for the meeting was coming to an end in which case the Committee was unable to discuss Agenda item #4 (Review Draft Goals and Objectives).  It was decided by the Committee that these would be put in the Draft ASP and discussed at the next Steering Committee meeting.
14. Agenda item #5 (Next Steps in the Process) was reviewed by the Committee and meeting dates were set.  A Steering Committee will be held Thursday, June 11, 2009 to Review the Draft ASP.  The Public Open House will be held Thursday, September 10, 2009 from 6pm to 9pm.  Another Steering Committee meeting will be held Thursday, September 24, 2009 to Review the Open House.
15. Motion (Ms. Beal): Meeting adjourned at 2:50PM.  Carried.
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
